 Literacy


This term we will be looking at stories from other cultures and stories that have familiar patterns of language.  The children will also be looking at instructions – how we use them and write them down!  





We will begin to look more closely at words and their meanings, the children will begin to use dictionaries to help them.  We will continue with our phonics work too.





Reading books are changed on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.  Please read with your child and note down in their reading diaries  that they have read with you and if you would like to add comment on how they are doing please feel free.

Our day for visiting the school library has changed – it is now Friday.  Could you please ensure your child brings their library book in on that day.   


Learning Logs are still shared on Friday so these need to brought in too.


We do PE on Wednesday and Dance on Thursday.  Please ensure your child has a PE kit that is clearly labelled.  If we notice that pumps are getting too small we will mention it to you!


Can you please make sure all of your children’s clothing is labelled. We encourage the children to put sweatshirts/cardigans in their PE bags if they take them off so that they don’t get lost.


Your child will be coming home with some words they need to learn – these are tricky words.  They need to be able to read and write these words independently.


Remember that you can come in on a Monday straight after school to look round the classroom or talk to us.  If you can’t make that day please feel free to arrange another time with us.








 Maths 


The children are beginning to record things more in their Maths books now.  We are still focussing on number formation as this can take some time to embed.  This term the children will begin to use number lines more and be asked to explain how they have worked something out.  This will help develop their mathematical strategies and help them with problem solving activities.





At home you can begin to give them simple mathematical  problems to solve, e.g., I went to the shop and bought 3 carrots and 4 potatoes, how many things did I buy?  Ask the children to tell you how they worked it out and you could extend it further by asking them to write it down as a number sentence.
