	Welcome back!  I hope you all enjoyed your holiday.   
We will begin this term by completing our topic work on Invaders and Settlers, where we will learn about Roman relaxation, consider the reasons why the Romans left Britain and reflect upon their impact on our lives today.

Our topic title this term is Keen to be Green, which focuses upon environmental change. Our studies will place a particular emphasis upon the Rainforests of the world, celebrating the diversity of plant and animal life in this special habitat. As we journey through this topic, the children will learn about deforestation and will be asked to consider the impact that humans have upon the environment.

In Science we will extend our knowledge of the Rainforests through the unit ‘Habitats’, which will also include a fieldwork trip to study the plants and animals evident in our local environment. We will develop our scientific investigation skills when we determine an answer to the question ‘What do plants need to grow well?’
Our Art sessions will be linked to our topic and literacy work, as we focus upon developing the skills of observational drawing using plants, animals and mythical characters as inspiration and points of study. 
In PSHE & C we will be reflecting upon the learning undertaken during our topic sessions to focus upon the importance of recycling and how it is organised within our local community. During our SEAL sessions we will be using circle-time, stories, drama and self-esteem exercises, in order to explore the themes ‘Going for Goals’ and ‘Good to Be Me’.
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We will still be going swimming every Friday afternoon at Wigan Baths. Our school based PE lessons this term will introduce dance and gymnastics, through the unit ‘Stretching, Curling and Arching’.
 
	
	In Design and Technology we will be ‘Investigating Movement’ by designing and making our own Rainforest creature using a variety of mechanisms including wheels, axles, levers and cams.   

I.C.T. will be once again be undertaken by Mrs. Waters who will introduce your child(ren) to databases and extend their learning on the Rainforests even further by exploring the exciting simulation game  ‘Crystal Rainforest.’
The focus in R.E this term is on Christianity; reflecting upon the life of Jesus and the events leading up to and including Palm Sunday and Easter. 
Our Music sessions will be taught by Mrs. Gleeson who will be focusing upon the topics ‘Class Orchestra’ and ‘Dragon Scales’. 

In Literacy during this term we will:
· continue to develop our knowledge of a range of spelling strategies;

· develop our ability to utilise a wide range of punctuation including full stops, commas, exclamation, question, and speech marks;
· develop our understanding of grammar by introducing nouns, verb agreement, paragraphs and past, present and future tenses;
· extend our knowledge of a range of genres including reports, dialogue and plays, shape poetry and calligrams, myths and legends, instruction texts and authors.     
In Numeracy we will be learning to:

· add and subtract 2 two digit numbers (e.g. 74 + 57);
· determine the multiplication and division facts for any numbers up to 10 (e.g. 6 x 6, 27 divided by 9);
· solve simple problems utilising addition, subtraction, multiplication and division;
· recall multiplication and division facts for the 3 and 4 times table;

· partition a number into hundreds, tens and units;

· find fractions of shapes and quantities (e.g. ½, ¼ of 12 litres);

· read, write and order numbers to at least 1000;  
· read and record the vocabulary of position and describe movement about a grid;

· know the relationships between kilometres, metres and centimetres and be able to read, (to the nearest division and half-division) numbered scales;

· read and record the time on an analogue and digital clock to the nearest five minutes.
